Towards the end of the term we will be
reading the book ‘Little Red Hen'. We will
use this text to write instructions on how
to make bread using time adverbials and
verbs.

Time adverbials are words that tell you
when an action or event will occur- First,
Then, Finally, Next, After

Verbs (an action/doing word) for
example, cut, roll, jump and walk.

As mathematicians, we will learn how to

count in multiples of twos, fives and tens.

We will develop our Place Value
knowledge further to numbers within 50.

The children will learn how to measure
length, height, weight and volume using
non-standard units.

In this unit children will identify and
name a variety of common animals
including fish, amphibians, reptiles,
birds and mammals.

Computing

As computer experts, Year 1 will create a
demonstration video on how to use a Bee-Bot.
Year 2, will explore programming in games, they
will use different blocks in MakeCode to plan and
create a simple program.

Geogproyphy

As explorers of the world, we will recap the 7 continents and 5 oceans and locate hot and cold areas
in relation to the Equator. We will use Google Earth and Atlases to locate Brazil and Antarctica. We
will study the physical and human features and discuss the similarities and differences between
Brazil and Antarctica.

As religious learners, the children will
answer the question ‘what can we learn
from sacred books?’

Musie
As musicians, the children will develop their
knowledge and understanding of dynamics using
instruments; learning to compose and play
rhymes to represent planets.

RE
As athletes, the children will learn how to
dribble using their hands and feet, finding space
and throwing with increasing accuracy. We will
use the terms ‘attacking and defending’ when
