Communication and Language

Mathematics
In maths this term we are going to learn about the following 

concepts:

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Literacy
In literacy this term we are going to explore many texts: 

Understanding the World

We shall also compare and contrast the climate, and animals 
that live here in the Forest of Dean and those that live in 

different continents to us.

Expressive Arts and Design

In our music lessons we are going to be exploring big 
bands – we will create our own instruments, use 
instruments to follow the beat and use untuned 

instruments to create our own music.

Phonics 
We have learnt all of the sounds in Level 1+, level 2 and 
level 3. We are going  continue consolidating all these 

sounds and develop further skills in order to apply them 
within our reading and writing.
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
